The U.S. House of Representatives
· Congress has two parts, the U.S. Senate and the U.S. House of Representatives. Members of the House are usually called Congressmen and Congresswomen.

· Congress is responsible for making laws.

· There are 435 members of Congress in the United States

· States that have a small population, like Delaware and Wyoming, have only one member of Congress

· States with more people have more Congressmen and women. California has 55. Pennsylvania has 19.

· Members of Congress are elected by the voters every two years.

What Congressman Marino does when he is in Washington, D.C.:
· Votes on laws

· Works with his staff to come up with ideas for new laws

· Attends Committee meetings that deal with the Judiciary (laws and courts); Homeland Security (terrorism, protecting our borders and the nation); and Foreign Affairs (other nations)
· Attends meetings

· Takes trips. He visited our troops in the Middle East in March

What Congressman Marino does in the District:
· Visits schools, colleges, and attends community events like parades and festivals

· Holds town meetings so the people he represents can tell him what is important to them.
· Meets with people in his three district offices

· Visits workplaces to learn more about the concerns of business owners, workers and farmers.

· He recently witnessed eye cataract surgery at a surgical center and milked a cow on a dairy farm.
